Following the breakup of former Yugoslavia,
a war broke out amongst three ethnic groups
(Serbs, Croats, and Bosniaks) over the
autonomy of Bosnia and Herzegovina.
In July 1995, In the small mountain town of
Srebrenica, known for Its prosperous mining
and tourism, one of the most horrific events
of the war took place. In a matter of two
days, through a massive ethnic cleansing
campaign, more than 8,000 Bosniaks
